To grow stronger ties of love, fellowship and mutual understanding within Church.
To develop the Pastoral Support network and effective membership of small groups.
To have a Holy Spirit defined strategy for preaching and teaching.
To see more groups meeting for focused prayer.
To start Alpha and Chairobics groups
To develop a mid-week service.
To develop further use of the lounge.
To have a dedicated small team to facilitate 'Special events'.
To add to the administration team.
To learn to give away more of the finance, man power and gifting that God has given us.
To find new ways of working together with other churches.
To establish ministry for children and young people based on the principles of growing them in their faith 
and ability to take part in worship
To develop outreach work with under 18s.
To have one-off events for children and young people, with other churches and/or groups.
